1. Greetings 
Psalms 118:24: This is the day the Lord has made; We will rejoice and be glad in it.

The Way of the Righteous and the End of the Ungodly
Psalm 1
1 Blessed is the man
Who walks not in the counsel of the [a]ungodly,
Nor stands in the path of sinners,
Nor sits in the seat of the scornful;
2 But his delight is in the law of the Lord,
And in His law he [b]meditates day and night.
3 He shall be like a tree
Planted by the [c]rivers of water,
That brings forth its fruit in its season,
Whose leaf also shall not wither;
And whatever he does shall prosper.
4 The ungodly are not so,
But are like the chaff which the wind drives away.
5 Therefore the ungodly shall not stand in the judgment,
Nor sinners in the congregation of the righteous.

2. Introduction: 

Genesis25 – 19 – 26

· Seasons can be repetitive for good or for bad.
· Hence, we can use the term patterns to depict each extreme
· Examples: Story of creation, Story of samson

3. Examples of Bad patterns 
· Story of Samson
· Naomi – death of the husband and all his sons
· Luke 20:29 – 31
29 Now there were seven brothers. And the first took a wife, and died without children. 30 And the second [a]took her as wife, and he died childless. 31 Then the third took her, and in like manner the seven [b]also; and they left no children, and died.

4. We all have patterns in our lives. Some are good others are bad. 
How do we deal with these negatives’ patterns and secure the right patterns?

a) The bible says when we are tired of them, we shall be released out from them. 
Genesis 27:40 - By your sword you shall live, And you shall serve your brother;
And it shall come to pass, when you become restless, That you shall break his yoke from your neck.”

b) But we have to recognise that patterns are spiritual and therefore need to be dealt with through God. 

Story of Abraham’s family

· Abraham and Sarah- childless 
· Isacc and Rebekah – Isaac had to pray for Rebekah to get a child
Genesis 25:21 -  21 Now Isaac pleaded with the Lord for his wife, because she was barren; and the Lord granted his plea, and Rebekah his wife conceived.
Genesis 25: 26 - Isaac was sixty years old when she bore them.

19 This is the genealogy of Isaac, Abraham’s son. Abraham begot Isaac. 20 Isaac was forty years old when he took Rebekah as wife, the daughter of Bethuel the Syrian of Padan Aram, the sister of Laban the Syrian. 21 Now Isaac pleaded with the Lord for his wife, because she was barren; and the Lord granted his plea, and Rebekah his wife conceived. 22 But the children struggled together within her; and she said, “If all is well, why am I like this?” So she went to inquire of the Lord.

23 And the Lord said to her:
“Two nations are in your womb,
Two peoples shall be separated from your body;
One people shall be stronger than the other,
And the older shall serve the younger.”
24 So when her days were fulfilled for her to give birth, indeed there were twins in her womb. 25 And the first came out red. He was like a hairy garment all over; so they called his name [d]Esau. 26 Afterward his brother came out, and his hand took hold of Esau’s heel; so his name was called [e]Jacob. Isaac was sixty years old when she bore them.

5. What did Jacob know about patterns:
Here lets have a look about scenario of Jacob dealing with patterns both positively and negatively. 

5a) Genesis 25:19 -34 Esau Sells His Birthright
· 29 Now Jacob cooked a stew; and Esau came in from the field, and he was weary. 30 And Esau said to Jacob, “Please feed me with that same red stew, for I am weary.” Therefore his name was called [g]Edom.31 But Jacob said, “Sell me your birthright as of this day.” 32 And Esau said, “Look, I am about to die; so what is this birthright to me?” 33 Then Jacob said, [h]“Swear to me as of this day.” So he swore to him, and sold his birthright to Jacob. 34 And Jacob gave Esau bread and stew of lentils; then he ate and drank, arose, and went his way. Thus Esau despised his birthright.

5b) Genesis 27:19 - 19 Jacob said to his father, “I am Esau your firstborn; I have done just as you told me; please arise, sit and eat of my game, that your soul may bless me.”

5c) Genesis 28
Jacob – was already in the Abrahamic pattern of a blessed and vast generation and he decided to secure it in the spirit

Jacob’s Vow at Bethel
10 Now Jacob went out from Beersheba and went toward Haran. 11 So he came to a certain place and stayed there all night, because the sun had set. And he took one of the stones of that place and put it at his head, and he lay down in that place to sleep. 12 Then he dreamed, and behold, a ladder was set up on the earth, and its top reached to heaven; and there the angels of God were ascending and descending on it.
13 And behold, the Lord stood above it and said: “I am the Lord God of Abraham your father and the God of Isaac; the land on which you lie I will give to you and your descendants. 14 Also your descendants shall be as the dust of the earth; you shall spread abroad to the west and the east, to the north and the south; and in you and in your seed all the families of the earth shall be blessed. 15 Behold, I am with you and will keep[c] you wherever you go, and will bring you back to this land; for I will not leave you until I have done what I have spoken to you.”
16 Then Jacob awoke from his sleep and said, “Surely the Lord is in this place, and I did not know it.” 17 And he was afraid and said, “How awesome is this place! This is none other than the house of God, and this is the gate of heaven!”
18 Then Jacob rose early in the morning, and took the stone that he had put at his head, set it up as a pillar, and poured oil on top of it. 19 And he called the name of that place [d]Bethel; but the name of that city had been Luz previously. 20 Then Jacob made a vow, saying, “If God will be with me, and keep me in this way that I am going, and give me bread to eat and clothing to put on, 21 so that I come back to my father’s house in peace, then the Lord shall be my God. 22 And this stone which I have set as a pillar shall be God’s house, and of all that You give me I will surely give a [e]tenth to You.”

5d) Jacob refused to be put in a pattern of deception
Genesis 29:27  27 Fulfill her week, and we will give you this one also for the service which you will serve with me still another seven years.”

5e) Jacob creates a bad pattern for Leah by loving Rachel more. Strife starts in the family.Genesis 29: 31 - 335
5f) Jacob sleeps with Rachel’s servant Bilhah. Genesis 30
5g) Jacob increases his flock. Genesis 30
5h) Genesis 32: 22-31Jacob wrestles with God

Wrestling with God
22 And he arose that night and took his two wives, his two female servants, and his eleven sons, and crossed over the ford of Jabbok. 23 He took them, sent them [f]over the brook, and sent over what he had. 24 Then Jacob was left alone; and a Man wrestled with him until the [g]breaking of day. 25 Now when He saw that He did not prevail against him, He [h]touched the socket of his hip; and the socket of Jacob’s hip was out of joint as He wrestled with him. 26 And He said, “Let Me go, for the day breaks.”
But he said, “I will not let You go unless You bless me!”
27 So He said to him, “What is your name?”
He said, “Jacob.”
28 And He said, “Your name shall no longer be called Jacob, but [i]Israel; for you have struggled with God and with men, and have prevailed.”
29 Then Jacob asked, saying, “Tell me Your name, I pray.”
And He said, “Why is it that you ask about My name?” And He blessed him there.
30 So Jacob called the name of the place [j]Peniel: “For I have seen God face to face, and my life is preserved.” 31 Just as he crossed over [k]Penuel the sun rose on him, and he limped on his hip. 32 Therefore to this day the children of Israel do not eat the muscle that shrank, which is on the hip socket, because He [l]touched the socket of Jacob’s hip in the muscle that shrank.

· Lack of God’s word


6. Complete securing of my patterns in Christ. 
· Luke 2:52 And Jesus grew in wisdom and stature, and in favor with God and man.
· 1 Samuel 3:26 – And the boy Samuel continued to grow in stature and in favour with the LORD and with people.
· Proverbs 22:6 -Train up a child in the way he should go, And when he is old he will not depart from it. 
· 1 Samuel 3: 1 - 3 Now the boy Samuel ministered to the Lord before Eli. And the word of the Lord was rare in those days; there was no widespread revelation.
· 1 Samuel 3: 19 19 So Samuel grew, and the Lord was with him and let none of his words [a]fall to the ground.
· Joshua 1:8  This Book of the Law shall not depart from your mouth, but you[a] shall meditate in it day and night, that you may observe to do according to all that is written in it. For then you will make your way prosperous, and then you will have good success.
