The title is “Ambassadors Of God” and I hope to again to declare that we are mandated as Christians to be active agents of the Kingdom of Heaven here on Earth.

In scripture, an ambassador is an authorised representative who speaks and acts on behalf of a higher authority.

We believers are called ambassadors of Jesus Christ and we are tasked with bringing the message of reconciliation to the world.


· Reconciliation as our  Primary Calling

2 Corinthians 5:18-21
Now all things are of God, who has reconciled us to Himself through Jesus Christ, and has given us the ministry of reconciliation, that is, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not imputing their trespasses to them, and has committed to us the word of reconciliation.
Now then, we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God were pleading through us: we implore you on Christ’s behalf, be reconciled to God. For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.

This happens to be one of the foundational scriptures of the Gospel message at the core of our Christian faith expressing the exchange at the cross of sin for righteousness. 

Our role is to be ambassadors for Jesus Christ and His teachings. We may be here on earth, though the message we deliver is from our country of origin as new creations in the Kingdom of Heaven.


How can we be ambassadors in a practical way?


· Prioritising Reconciliation

Sharing the Gospel message is the main way to reconcile humanity to God.

Be agents of mending broken relationships by seeking peace in all situations. This seems easier said than done and I know there are several of us including myself that are in relational situations we would love to resolve.

Matthew 5:23-24
Therefore if you bring your gift to the altar, and there remember that your brother has something against you, leave your gift there before the altar, and go your way. First be reconciled to your brother, and then come and offer your gift.

Ephesians 4:32
And be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God in Christ forgave you.

Romans 12:18-21
If it is possible, as much as depends on you, live peaceably with all men. Beloved, do not avenge yourselves, but rather give place to wrath; for it is written, “Vengeance is Mine, I will repay,” says the Lord. Therefore
“If your enemy is hungry, feed him;
If he is thirsty, give him a drink;
For in so doing you will heap coals of fire on his head.”
Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good.

· Promote the character of Jesus Christ.        

He has Jesus showed unconditional love and he was selfless with His affection for the human race

Ephesians 5:1-2
Therefore be imitators of God as dear children. And walk in love, as Christ also has loved us and given Himself for us, an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweet-smelling aroma.
Let us at all times exemplify the fruits of the Holy Spirit, by showing love, joy, peace, patience, kindness and gentleness.

· Jesus had unlimited divine power and yet was humble to serve humanity and ultimately die on the cross for us.

Philippians 2:5-8
Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ Jesus, who, being in the form of God, did not consider it robbery to be equal with God, but made Himself of no reputation, taking the form of a bondservant, and coming in the likeness of men. And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient to the point of death, even the death of the cross.

· Jesus showed compassion and grace to the marginalised and healed the sick.

Matthew 9:35-36
Then Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people. But when He saw the multitudes, He was moved with compassion for them, because they were weary and scattered, like sheep having no shepherd.

· Jesus lived a sinless life with integrity and purity and when He taught, it was with absolute truth.

Hebrews 4:16
For we do not have a High Priest who cannot sympathize with our weaknesses, but was in all points tempted as we are, yet without sin.

We have to show metronomic integrity in all the marketplaces of our lives, at work, at home, on MAGH and the general community.



· Serve others with love and compassion

Colossians 3:12-13
Therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, put on tender mercies, kindness, humility, meekness, longsuffering; bearing with one another, and forgiving one another, if anyone has a complaint against another; even as Christ forgave you, so you also must do.


· Our generosity should be practical in nature.

Hebrews 13:16
But do not forget to do good and to share, for with such sacrifices God is well pleased.

Matthew 25:40
And the King will answer and say to them, ‘Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch as you did it to one of the least of these My brethren, you did it to Me.’
