The breakthrough came from faith in action by seeking medical advice, undergoing testing and being honest about my vulnerability. 

Although, feeling at my wits end, I knew that God in His mercy would not allow me to perish and pull me through. 

That’s enough of that. I’m back, stronger than ever and give thanks to the LORD, for He is good! For His mercies endure forever.
