***Submission and Humility***

Proverbs 3:5-9
Trust in the LORD with all your heart,
And lean not on your own understanding;
In all your ways acknowledge Him,
And He shall direct your paths.

James 4:7-10
Therefore submit to God. Resist the devil and he will flee from you. Draw near to God and He will draw near to you. Cleanse your hands, you sinners; and purify your hearts, you double-minded. Lament and mourn and weep! Let your laughter be turned to mourning and your joy to gloom. Humble yourselves in the sight of the Lord, and He will lift you up.


· To take a voluntary posture in which we put our trust in God and His leadership in our lives. It is not being a slave or being manipulated or coerced. It is not  being intimidated or misguided or being suppressed or repressed.

· When we have a posture of submission and humility to the presence of God, He will in His own time, elevate and exalt us.
