The good fight of Faith
“Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life, whereunto thou art also called…” (1 Timothy 6:12)
The Christian life is a spiritual battle. This war is ragging from three primary fronts:  The world, The flesh, and The devil" —enemies located around us, within us, and against us.
1. The Reality of the Fight
Faith does not remove struggle—God gives us strength to fight our way through it.
· Ephesians 6:12 — “For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against… spiritual wickedness..”
· John 16:33 — “In the world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world.” 
· 1Peter 5:8 “ - Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil walks about like a roaring lion, seeking whom he may devour.”
· John10:10 – “The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. I have come that they may have life, and that they may have it more abundantly.”
· 2 Corinthians 5:7 — “For we walk by faith, not by sight.”
2. The Weapons of Our Warfare
God has not left us unarmed in this battle.
· Ephesians 6:13-17 — “Take unto you the whole armour of God…”
· 2 Corinthians 10:4 — “The weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God…”
· Hebrews 4:12 — “The word of God is quick, and powerful…”
Our weapons include: The Word of God, Prayer, Faith and Righteous living
3.  Lay Hold on Eternal Life whereunto thou art also called
Paul instructs Timothy not just to fight—but to hold on.
· John 10:28 — “I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish…”
· Philippians 3:13-14 — “Forgetting those things which are behind… I press toward the mark…”
· Colossians 3:2 — “Set your affection on things above…”
4. The Assurance of Victory in Christ
This fight is “good” because victory is already secured in Christ.
· Romans 8:37 — “We are more than conquerors through Him…”
· 1 John 5:4 — “This is the victory that overcometh the world, even our faith.”
· 2 Timothy 4:7-8 — “I have fought a good fight… henceforth there is laid up for me a crown…”
· Hebrews 12:2-3 — “Looking unto Jesus… who endured the cross…”
· 1 Peter 2:21 — “Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example…”
· Luke 22:44 — “Being in an agony He prayed more earnestly…”
Prayer Point:
Pray for brothers who are going through some real battles now and are beginning to grow weary (Galatians 6:9 — “Let us not be weary in well doing…”)
Hebrews 4:16 – “Let us therefore draw near with boldness unto the throne of grace, that we may receive mercy, and may find grace to help us in time of need.”
Reflection:
“Watch ye, stand fast in the faith, quit you like men, be strong.” (1 Corinthians 16:13)
