SKILL, COMPETENCE, AND EXCELLENCE
Why Calling Does Not Excuse Incompetence—and How Stewardship of Skill Honors God and Serves People Well

WEEK 21 CORE THESIS
Calling authorizes responsibility.
Competence determines impact.
God never intended calling to replace skill.
Calling demands skill.
Spiritual authority that is not matched by competence does not produce fruit—it produces dependency, frustration, and eventually distrust.

1. THE DANGEROUS MYTH: “IF GOD CALLED ME, IT WILL JUST WORK”
A subtle but widespread belief persists in spiritual spaces:
“If this is God’s will, excellence will happen automatically.”
Scripture never supports this assumption.
God calls people—but He expects them to develop capacity.
“Train yourself for godliness.” (1 Timothy 4:7)
Training assumes effort, discipline, and intentional growth.
Calling initiates responsibility.
Competence sustains it.

2. WHY INCOMPETENCE IS NOT A SPIRITUAL VIRTUE
Incompetence is often spiritualised as:
· humility 
· reliance on God 
· authenticity 
But Scripture consistently links wisdom with skillful execution.
“Bezalel… filled with skill, intelligence, knowledge, and craftsmanship.” (Exodus 31:1–5)
God did not merely anoint Bezalel.
He equipped him.
Dependence on God never excuses negligence in preparation.

3. THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN GIFTING AND SKILL
Gifting:
· often innate 
· activated by grace 
· inspires others 
Skill:
· cultivated through practice 
· refined through feedback 
· sustained through discipline 
Gifting opens doors.
Skill keeps them open.
Many leaders plateau not because God stopped moving—but because capacity stopped growing.

4. WHY GOD CARES ABOUT EXCELLENCE
Excellence is not perfectionism.
It is faithful stewardship.
“It is required of stewards that they be found faithful.” (1 Corinthians 4:2)
Faithfulness includes:
· preparation 
· improvement 
· responsibility for outcomes 
Excellence honors:
· the people being served 
· the mission being carried 
· the God being represented 
Carelessness always communicates something—just not what leaders intend.

5. JESUS: AUTHORITY EXPRESSED THROUGH COMPETENCE
Jesus was not vague, sloppy, or unprepared.
He:
· taught with clarity 
· spoke with precision 
· handled conflict wisely 
· trained disciples intentionally 
“He taught them as one who had authority.” (Matthew 7:29)
Authority was evident not only spiritually—but competently.

6. THE COST OF IGNORING COMPETENCE
When skill is neglected:
· others must compensate 
· systems break under pressure 
· credibility erodes 
· authority weakens 
Good intentions cannot absorb the cost of poor execution.
“If the ax is dull and its edge unsharpened, more strength is needed…” (Ecclesiastes 10:10)
Wisdom sharpens tools.
Effort alone exhausts the worker.

7. EXCELLENCE WITHOUT PRIDE
Biblical excellence does not seek applause.
It seeks effectiveness.
Healthy excellence:
· invites feedback 
· corrects errors quickly 
· adapts without defensiveness 
· grows quietly 
Excellence is not self-exaltation.
It is service done well.

8. FORMATION PRACTICE: THE COMPETENCE AUDIT
Reflect honestly on your current assignment.
Ask:
1. What skills does this responsibility actually require? 
2. Where am I relying on calling instead of competence? 
3. What feedback have I resisted that could sharpen me? 
4. What skill development would honor those I serve? 
Then pray:
“God, help me steward my calling with skill worthy of the trust You’ve given me.”

9. WHY WEEK 21 IS ESSENTIAL IN PHASE 5
Phase 5 matures when:
· authority produces consistent results 
· obedience is supported by capability 
· calling is translated into excellence 
Without competence:
· fruit is limited 
· multiplication is hindered 
· stewardship is compromised 
God entrusts increase to those who can carry it competently.
